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Annual status review at the Faculty of Arts, 2024

Dear colleagues with responsibility for degree programme quality assurance at Arts,

While we are still waiting to find out what consequences the Master’s reform will have, we are
continuing the work to develop the quality of our degree programmes, and it is time once again
for the annual status review.

In connection with the past year’s work to prepare the impending re-accreditation of Aarhus
University, there are two things which have become clear: We have a very robust quality assur-
ance system, and the quality assurance work is of an impressively high standard. We have a
profound quality culture, which is essentially thanks to you, and | would like to express my
heartfelt gratitude. It really makes me proud to read the documentation of your tremendous
efforts. Thank you!

With this as a backdrop, it is a great pleasure to launch this year’s quality assurance processes.
As a basis for your discussions of the action plans, you will, as in previous years, receive data
material which is digitally supported in Power Bl. And naturally, you are welcome to add any
other data from Power Bl which you regard as particularly relevant for your degree pro-
grammes. This year, we also have data from the study environment survey 2023 and the grad-
uate survey 2023. Furthermore, we would have liked to include the available data from the
teaching environment assessment 2023. But since the data was published too late in relation
to the initiation of the quality assurance processes, the councils and boards will have to process
the results of the teaching environment assessment later in 2024.

The aim is, as always, that the quality assurance work for each individual degree programme
should be an extension of last year’s quality assurance work, making it possible to carry the
experience gained for each degree programme forward to the new quality year. When you re-
visit and draw up action plans this year, | would like, as usual, to encourage you to make these
plans as specific as possible and to remind you that the timeframe for actions may exceed one
year — depending on your assessment of how long it takes to complete any given initiative. To
support your work on the action plans, we have updated the template. Hopefully, this will make
it easier to link specific initiatives to specific challenges.

The provisional action plans discussed by the degree programme boards will form part of the
material used in the evaluation meetings this autumn for the degree programmes that are go-
ing to be evaluated. The final action plans will be approved following the evaluation meetings,
and again this year, the directors of studies will conduct the evaluation meetings.
